Organising your Games
The first listed school in all rounds is the default organising school and also the default host venue, however, schools separated by a significant distance must arrange a venue approximately halfway between all schools, or another location that is mutually agreed.

Hazard Alert 72 – Preventing Head and Neck Injuries
The Department for Education has introduced a policy that must be enforced by all team and players. Cricket activities carry a risk of serious head and neck injury. To minimise this risk, supervisors must ensure:
· Batters wear helmets with neck protectors (highly recommended from Term 1, 2026 and mandatory from Term 4, 2026).
· During all practices and matches, including warm-ups, batters, wicket keepers and close fielders wear helmets meeting the BS7928:2013 safety standard.
· New restrictions apply to the use of ball throwers.
Balls
Please note that, due to budget limitations, cricket balls will now only be provided for finals fixtures across all competitions. Schools will need to supply their own match balls for all minor rounds. The approved ball for all Year 4–6 Boys’ and Girls’ Statewide Schools Cricket competitions is the 142g Kookaburra Practice ball.
Finals
The finals for the years 4 to 6 boys T20 cricket competition will be held on Wednesday 2nd December (Term 4, Week 8) at Adelaide University Playing Fields – West Beach.
